The castle.

 The castle  "is one of the most beautiful  feudal castles changed by the prince Carlo Gesualdo by the end of  '500 A.D.(Campania - De Agostini's guide-books-1987-Novara).  Situated on the top of a hill visible from the state road ,it gives a romantic image and together with the historic

centre is a typical example of  feudal architecture.  According to the local historian Giacomo 

Catone, its origins date back to the mid 7th century ( Lombard Age).  

The present consistence is due to the changes made by the end of the 16th century by the prince Carlo Gesualdo who chose it as his and his court's residence.  The building has delimitated by five round towers and with a central courtyard, where there is a well in its middle.  Under the cornice of the courtyard ,one can read in very large letters : CARLO GESUALDO DESCENDING  FROM RUGGERO THE NORMAN ,MADE IT REBUILT.

The earthquake of the 8th of  September 1694 caused the third floor which had been built at the end of 16th century .  The castle sufferred some damanages and pillages during the centuries: 

during the Franco-Spanish war (1460) ,when Ferdinando I D'Aragona , for avenges himself on Luigi II Gesualdo ,destroyed it in part ;with the arrival of the Franch  force in 1799 ,

that pillaged it ; with the earthquakes followed during the centuries till the last one of 1980 that caused one dead and forced its owners to leave it for danger of  further  falls.

At present the castle has waiting for a very expensive intervention of restoration.
