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Through internet sources my cousin   Peter Nicholas DeSanctis, looking for "Italian Heraldry" found something that may be of help in it's understanding: the line from left to right is called a "bend sinister" and may have something to do with a woman's headpiece. The pointed stars are called "mullets" and represent some divine quality bestowed by God. They used to refer to an important family number, brothers or such. The arm and hand designate laboriousness, the mark of an industrious person or family, as well as faith, sincerity and justice. It might have a great deal to say about the family's allegiance to a king. The letters  “O”, “R” and “V” could mean Onore, Rettitudine and Virtù (Honor, Honesty and Virtue).
