REIGN OF NAPLES

Today May 8, 1819, Sarturday at 8 o’clock p.m. in Castelgrande, Ferdinando I reigning, in front of me Giuseppe Lisanti orphan of Gaetano, Royal Notary Public in this Common of Castelgrande, with the presence of the necessary witnesses: Priest Don Francesco Saverio Pennimpede orphan of Donato, Priest Don Gaetano Federici orphan of Domenico, Priest Don Pasquale ….. orphan of Saverio and Don Potito Argola son of   …, apothecary, from the same Common, in the house in which is living Potito Desanctis orphan of Felice from the same Common situated in the Fornello of the Strada Street I formally ascertain that Potito is sane in his mind and sick in his body. He, fearing to be near his death wants with this testament to dispose of his properties as follows.

First of all I nominate and call as my universal heir my son Physical Doctor Pietro Desanctis over all my mobile and immobile properties, and over any right of mine, with the obligation of satisfying  the legates.

In the day my corpse will be  brought into the Church I want  must be celebrated solemn funerals for whose cost I leave 50 ducati (money) to be taken from my heritage. From it must be taken also money for Masses for my soul (cost 15 grana each) in the period of 5 years since my death.

I want my wife Rosa daughter of Pietro Federici to remain into my properties to be enjoyed as usufruct. She must live with my son Don Pietro.

I leave and legate to my two daughters Teresa and Angelamaria Desanctis, married, the Palazzulo land, in Pescopagano (Potenza), and specifically the one bordering at north with the river, at South with the lands of Castelgrande, at East with the properties of Domenico Desanctis my brother and at West with the dotal properties  of Master Giovanni Gasparrini son of Guglielmo. That land must be divided after the first crop after my death, but first must be given to my daughter Angela Maria half a tomolo at South. The remaining part must be divided into two equal portions, with equal weights for taxes to each,  and they must celebrate two Messes for my soul every year for 10 years at the cost of 15 grana each. The subscribed Potito has declared  that his daughters Teresa and Angelamaria already had their dotes and are satisfied, so that they have no other claims.

I revoke any other testament and ask my friend Priest Don Angelo Maria Muro son of Domenico, person of full age, to be the testamentary executor.
